2012 has started out with continued blessings with a local charitable foundation approaching
us and wanting to donate the funds necessary for the purchase and installation of an exterior
walk in cooler for the assistance in storage of perishable items. This will not only be a blessing
for the pantry i but also give additional refrigeration for the church.
