The donations keep coming in from you all weekly with the pen in the narthex having approx 150 pounds of food in it weekly.
This is truly a blessing as USDA has really dropped. In Sept of 2010 we received 12,390 pounds of food from USDA. In Sept
of 2011 we received 2,814 pounds of food from USDA with nothing received from USDA through October 20, 2011. Part of
the reason for this is due to a Distributor Contract change from SHFB in Land O Lakes to Volunteer Way in New Port Richey.
Hopefully they will be back on track soon. Bagelicious and Sweet Bay on Old Pasco Rd and Wesley Chapel Blvd have re-
mained steady contributors. PLEASE remember when visiting either of these locations to take a moment to stop at the desk and
tell them Thank You for their continued support of your pantry @ Atonement. A Thank You goes a long way.
